e Entries must be typed on 8 2 x 11 inch white paper, double spaced with a 2-inch
margin. Print on one side of page only. Please use Arial, Times New Roman or similar
font.

o Participants may hand write entries, but writing must be double-spaced and no
cursive.
o Children’s illustrations are welcomed within the required margins.
e Enfries may be up to 2,000 words.
e Title page must be included and contain the following information:
o Title, Author’s First & Last Name, Age Category
o Your name should only appear on the title page

e Story should begin on the first page after the title page. All pages should include fitle
and page numbers.

o Titfle and page numbers should be on the bottom of each page.

e Staple or paper clip all entries.

e Each entry must include an original and 1 copy (two copies total) and a signed official
entry form. Submit to the Hayden Library by Tuesday, June 30, 2009.
